Image Engineering Group and HKS Architects are working with the district to ensure 
approved projects at various sites are being performed in accordance with the 
specifications and schedule. 

HKS Architects: 

• Flooring replacements at Grace Hardeman Elementary, North Ridge Elementary, 
Green Valley Elementary, Watauga Middle (including abatement), and North Ridge 
Middle are complete. 

• Renovations at Smithfield Middle that include flooring replacement, abatement, 
ADA modifications, replacement of storefront windows in classrooms, interior 
painting in certain areas, HVAC system replacement, fire alarm, electrical power 
upgrades, HVAC upgrades for technology, and installation of an energy 
management system are completed for year one. 

• Green Valley:  Acoustically isolate room is complete.
