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WHAT Is DUAL CREDIT?

e At Birdville High School, dual credit classes
are Tarrant County College classes for which
students also receive credit towards high
school graduation.

* They are exactly the same as the TCC
courses taught on campus.

e  Sometimes referred to as Dual Enrollment.
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A high school student can also take a course on the college campus and receive both high school and college credit, if it is approved by the high school.



WHY TAKE DUAL CREDIT?

e Access TCC student resources

* Use your high school class
time efficiently.

* Be more successful in college
long-term.

MAKING THE DECISION: DUAL CREDIT VS AP

Dual Credit

You want a college class experience.

You're ready for rigorous content,
but high-stakes tests aren’t always
your strong suit.

You want to transfer the maximum
possible credits to a university or
college.

You're ready to establish a college
GPA and have a college transcript to
prove it.

Advanced Placement

You want the challenge and structure
of courses with college level content.

You test very well.

You know you plan to attend a 4-year
institution that won’t accept any
college credits earned during high
school.

Your academic plans require AP
weighted courses for your high
school GPA.
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Overall, dual credit enrolls students in colleges courses while they are still in high school, allowing them to earn credit for both college and high school. While AP prepares students to pass an exam to prove their mastery of college-level content and scores will potentially earn students college credit.


WILL MY CREDITS TRANSFER?

e ALWAYS ask the school where you plan to
complete your degree what transfer credits

they accept.
* Except for ACCT and RTVB, all TCC dual
credit classes offered at Birdville High

School are part of the Texas Common Core:
classes that all public Texas colleges and

universities must accept.
ﬁ * Texas Common Core classes may apply
toward your Associate of Arts or Science
and bachelor degrees!




YOUR COLLEGE TRANSCRIPT

* When you take Dual Credit, you
enroll as a TCC student.

e Dual Credit classes start your
college GPA and transcript.

* Dual Credit grades are reported on
your permanent, official college
transcript from TCC, and can be
seen by every university to which

you apply.
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Most colleges and universities request an official copy of your college transcript as part of their application process.

e Another State/non-resident alien pays $305 per semester
credit hour



How CAN | BE SUCCESSFUL IN DuAL CREDIT?

 Work hard.
* Don’t procrastinate.

* Know your motivation for earning
college credits while in high school.

* Be ready to deal with sometimes
controversial issues or subject matters.

* Plan at least 6 hours a week to study for
a 3-credit class

e Ask your instructors questions.
* Don’t delay asking for help.
* BE PROACTIVE!
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DUAL CREDIT AT BIRDVILLE HIGH SCHOOL

* Your counselor schedules dual credit
classes based on your high school
scheduled courses.

e Dual credit teachers are assigned by
the high school counselor.

e Dual credit courses are pre-AP
weighted.

* You must earn a C or better in all dual
credit classes to continue in the
program.

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The majority of the ISDs have students purchase their own textbooks (with the exception of Harmony Science Academy and CTE courses at the BCTAL).  Students who purchase their own textbooks are informed to purchase textbooks listed on the current Common Course Materials list. The Dual Credit Coordinator will request an updated list of Common Course Materials each year to be distributed to ISDs and students. 
Schools that purchase the textbook for student use will be on a textbook agreement that generally cycles every three years.  The TCC NE Dual Credit team will work to determine what books have been purchased by these schools (as well as when they were purchased) and report to departments.


STUDENT ACCESSIBILITY RESOURCES

e All accommodations (IEP and 504) go through
TCC’s Student Accessibility Resources (SAR)
office.

* If you require ANY form of accommodation,
please notify the SAR department as early as
possible. The deadline to apply is 20 business
days before the first day of your dual credit
class.

* College accommodations are not retroactive.

* FERPA Waiver of Privacy
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The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a federal law that protects the privacy of student education records. The law applies to all schools that receive funds under an applicable program of the U.S. Department of Education.

Rights transfer solely to the student at age 18 or if the student attends a schools beyond the high school level.

For Dual Credit students, the high school and college may exchange information on a student. If the student is under 18, the parent/guardian still retains the rights under FERPA at the high school and may inspect and review any records sent by TCC to the high school. 



ATTENDANCE

* You must attend class at least 85% of the
time; failure to do so may result in the
professor dropping you from class.

* Involvement in high school extra-curricular
activities and illness do not excuse you
from course responsibilities or attendance
— be very proactive in your communication
with your instructor!

* Census dates and drop dates

* You may not drop a dual credit course
without permission from your high school
counselor.
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You may not drop a Dual Credit course without permission from your high school guidance counselor. It is your responsibility to notify your counselor.
